benefits and potentials for upscaling, through various means  

2. Formulating policy recommendations to address the needs and challenges identified

1. Emphasizing the need for enhanced capacity-building, training, and information transfer 

2. Highlighting success stories and lessons learned from efficient technologies in ind. EE
